Statue	163,	Part	III,	the	CRA	is	responsible	for	the	elimination	of	slum	and	blight	within	the	1,349	acre	
Community	Redevelopment	Area.	The	CRA	area	includes	the	City’s	downtown,	specific	neighborhoods,	a	
robust	marine	district	and	several	commercial	areas.		Various	strategies	for	redevelopment	and	specific	
projects	for	neighborhoods,	transportation,	clean	energy	and	economic	development	are	defined	in	the	Dania	
Beach	CRA	Redevelopment	Plan.For	more	information	on	the	Dania	Beach	CRA,	contact	954-924-6801	or	visit	
www.daniabeachcra.org.		
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
